Call for application:

South African candidates who intend to register toward the first year of a Master’s degree at UCT in 2020 in any of the following disciplines: Actuarial Science, Mathematics and Applied Mathematics, Statistical Sciences, Mathematical Finance, or Financial Markets and Risk Management. Note that only students in these disciplines with a planned research direction or project that incorporates finance-related research will be considered
South African candidates with a keen interest in a career in Quantitative Research and/or Portfolio Management in Asset Management are encouraged to apply. 
Academic criteria:

Applicants must have achieved an average of 60% in a relevant honours and undergraduate degree.

Applicants must be accepted (or provisionally accepted) by the UCT academic department.  

Conditions of award:

The successful incumbent will be required to:

· register for full time study for a Master’s degree in the relevant department/faculty in 2020, in any of the following disciplines: Actuarial Science, Mathematics and Applied Mathematics, Statistical Sciences, Mathematical Finance, or Financial Markets and Risk Management; (in all cases planned research direction/project must be finance-related)
· comply with the University’s approved policies, procedures and practices on postgraduate funding;

· provide regular reports on the study being undertaken.

The University reserves the right not to make any award and/or to change the conditions of award.

Value:

R165,000 per annum. The tenure of the award is 1 or 2 years for a Master’s degree (depending on the academic programme to be undertaken) with renewals after the first year contingent on the degree programme and on satisfactory progress.

Application requirements: 

Applicants are required to submit the following:

· completed application form; 

· letter of application, including your motivation and explaining in what way your planned course of study is or may be finance and/or investment/asset related;

· CV of no longer than ONE A4 page, and which must provide detail of previous studies, any previous employment and evidence of leadership roles in both of these areas;

· certified copies of all tertiary academic transcripts ;

· Two letters of reference from ACADEMICS who have taught her/him at University.
Selection process: 

Selection and recruitment of applications to be done in conjunction between Prescient Investment Management and UCT Postgraduate Funding Office. Selection will be made by a sub-committee of the Postgraduate Studies Funding Committee, in consultation with Prescient Investment Management.
